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CERTIFICATE OF INCORPORATION

Under Section 402 of the Not-for-Profit Corporation Law

The undersigned, a natural person of the age of eighteen years or over, desiring to form a Corporation
pursuant to the provisions of the Not-for-Profit Corporation Law of the State of New York, hereby states:

I.  The name of the Corporation is The Institute for End User Computing, Inc. (hereinafter called "the
Corporation").

2. The Corporation is a corporation as defined in subparagraph (a) (3) of Section 102 of the Not-for-
Profit Corporation Law and shall be a Type C corporation as defined in Section 201 of the Not-for-
Profit Corporation Law.

3. The corporation is not formed for pecuniary profit or financial gain. The Corporation is formed to
educate the public about information technology; promote, conduct, and encourage research and
scholarship in information and computer technology; research and promote the use of computer and
information technology; publicize and publish research developments; collaborate with researchers
and others to improve the current state of technology; and develop and deploy useful and reliable
technology products with funds primarily obtained from governmental or foundation grants, and
private and public contributions.

4.  The lawful public or quasi-public objective that the business purposes of the Corporation will
achieve is to educate the public about the use of computer and information technology and develop
improvements in the current state of technology for use by the public, educational institutions,
government institutions, and private enterprises.

5. The Corporation is organized, and at all times shall be operated, exclusively for one or more of the
purposes, as specified in Section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986 or corresponding
provisions of any subsequent federal tax laws and shall not carry on any other activities not
permitted to be carried on by (1) a corporation exempt from federal income tax under section
501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code, or the corresponding section of any future federal tax code,
or (2) by a corporation, contributions to which are deductible under section 170(c)(2) of the Internal
Revenue Code, or the corresponding section of any future federal tax code.

6.  No part of the net earnings of the Corporation shall be paid, granted, transferred, distributed, or in
any way benefit the Corporation’s members, trustees, director, officers or other private persons,
except that the Corporation shall be authorized to pay reasonable compensation for services
rendered and to make payments and distribution in furtherance of its purposes as set forth in this
certificate of incorporation.

7. No substantial part of the activities of the Corporation shall be devoted to carrying on propaganda,
or otherwise attempting to influence legislation (except as otherwise provided by Section 501(h) of
the Internal Revenue Code). The Corporation shall not participate or intervene in any political
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campaign on behalf of any candidate for public office; nor shall the Corporation publish or
distribute statements regarding any political campaign on behalf of any candidate for public office.

In the event of dissolution, all of the remaining assets and property of the Corporation shall, after
necessary expenses thereof, be distributed to another organization that is exempt under Section
501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, or corresponding provisions of any subsequent
Federal tax laws, or to the Federal government, or state or local government for a public purpose
upon approval of a Justice of the Supreme Court of the State of New York.

In any taxable year in which the Corporation is a private foundation as described in Section 509(a)

of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, the Corporation shall distribute its income for said period at
such time and in such manner as not to subject it to tax under Section 4942 of the Code; and the

Corporation shall not:
(1) engage in any act of self-dealing as defined in Section 4941(d) of the Code;

(2) retain any excess business holdings as defined in Section 4943(c) of the Code;
(3) make any investments in such manner as to subject the Corporation to tax under Section

4944 of the Code; or
(4) make any taxable expenditures as defined in Section 4945(d) of the Code or corresponding
provisions of any subsequent Federal tax laws.
The office of the Corporation is to be located in the County of Westchester, State of New York.

The Corporation shall be operated by a board of directors, the number of which is to be no less than
five.

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Subject to sections 719 and 720 of the Not-for-Profit Corporation Law, no person serving without

compensation as a director, officer or trustee of the Corporation shall be liable to any person other

than such Corporation based solely on his or her conduct in the execution of such office unless the

conduct of such director, officer or trustee with respect to the person asserting liability constituted

gross negligence or was intended to cause the resulting harm to the person asserting such lability.

For purposes of this provision, such a director, officer or trustee shall not be considered

compensated solely by reason of payment of his or her actual expenses incurred in attending

meetings or otherwise in the execution of such office. A director of the Corporation shall not be
liable to the Corporation or its members for damages for any breach of duty in such capacity except

for liability if a judgment or other final adjudication adverse to a director establishes that his or her

acts or omissions were in bad faith or involved intentional misconduct or a knowing violation of
law or that the director personally gained in fact a financial profit or other advantage to which he or

she was not legally entitled or that the director's acts violated the Not-for-Profit Corporation Law of
the State of New York, or liability for any act or omission prior to the adoption of this provision.

The Corporation shall have perpetual duration.

The Secretary of State is hereby designated as agent of the Corporation upon whom process against
it may be served. The post office address to which the Secretary shall mail a copy of any process
against the Corporation served upon him is:

Nothing contained in this certificate shall authorize or empower the Corporation to perform or
engage in any practice prohibited by the General Business Law, Section 340, or other anti-
monopoly or antitrust statute of the State of New York.
